The Patriotes were whose who want responsible government in Lower Canada


Papineau was a member of the upper class who believes in responsible government


The Chateau Clique was an exclusive group of appointed Tory leaders who ran Lower Canada


A habitant is a farmer in Lower Canada


“The Sons of Liberty”, were mostly young men who opposed the Chateau Clique


Van Deiman’s land meant you were sent into exile

The Patriotes were opposed to the Governeur and the Chateau Clique


Other hardships of the time included poor crops and cholera


Papineau (Louis-Joseph) takes up the Patriotes cause


The three main battles of the rebellion took place at St Denis, St Charles, and Ste Eustache


At Ste Eustache, the English soldiers set fire to buildings to force the Patriotes out

Some Patriotes were bound in chains (arrested), hanged, or exiled (Van Deiman’s Land)


Some of the Patriotes fought with the British against the Americans, but now they were fighting the British because of the political injustices that they faced.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION 





The Rebellions of 1837 took place in both Upper and Lower Canada.  In Lower Canada the rebellion was in large part an expression of a resurgent French Nationalism.  The French Canadian majority constituted the overwhelming majority in the locally elected Assembly established by the Canada or Constitutional Act, 1791.  Though peaceful means were sought initially to overcome the abuse of power, by 1837 the unrest turned to violence.
